SITUATION:  Specialist Jim Taylor of the 30th Aviation Brigade was injured during a training exercise when his OH-58D Kiowa helicopter crashed at grid EH 051989 on Fort Stewart 140817Local Nov 99.  The cause of the crash was undetermined.


Specialist Taylor sustained a broken left arm, broken pelvis, four fractured ribs, and massive internal injuries.  He was taken to Fryar Army Hospital on Fort Jones.  An initial (INIT) casualty report was transmitted on 140900Local Nov 99 (report #99-01651).  His status on the report was very seriously injured (VSI).  


Unfortunately, SPC Taylor succumbed to his injuries and died at 150803Local Nov 99.  His primary next-of-kin (PNOK) have NOT been notified yet.  His remains are currently secured in the Fryar Army Hospital morgue pending final disposition.  Your office must now prepare and forward an updated casualty report.
