- UCMJ Authority
  -- Exercising the Authority

     --- will be used if the situation warrants

     --- usually what is dictated by the Post Commander or policy

  -- Coordination with Home Base Commander

  -- any and all disciplinary actions will be coordinated with your home base 

     commander (history of disciplinary problems will be considered)

- Fraternization/Socialization
  -- Dormitory Visitation

     --- TDY members are permitted in building 3205 only if attending study hall 

          sponsored by instructors or if seeking assistance from the staff

  -- Pipeline Student Association

      --- TDY members will not fraternize with NPS (non-prior service students), permanent 

           party staff members after school hours

- Magruders Pub Policy
  -- You may patronize Magruders Pub however keep the following in mind:

     --- basic training, AIT (advanced individual training), and NPS students are not 

          permitted to use this facility

     --- servers do not ask for your status;  adds to your charges if problems occur

     --- under no circumstances are you to purchase alcoholic beverages for NPS members

- Vehicle Operation
  -- Seat belts are mandatory without question

  -- In South Carolina, you must always carry proof of insurance and the car registration in 

      the vehicle

  -- Speed Limits

      --- observe ALL posted speed limits on and off post;  speed limits change abruptly

  -- Troop Movements

      --- regardless of the posted speed limit, it automatically changes to 10-MPH when you 

           approach and pass troop movements (whether they are marching or standing still)

      --- DO NOT walk through or break ranks of any military formation

  -- Do not park on the grass, in front of dumpsters or along the curbs.  This can get 

      you a ticket and suspended driving privileges

 -- NPS Students

      --- except for emergency situations, you will NOT allow NPS students to ride with you 

           in a POV

      --- NPS students will not ride with you in a GOV without an escort of the same sex as 

           the NPS student

  -- Out-of-Town Travel

      --- if you decide to travel out of the Columbia area during the weekend you must get 

           approval first (mileage limits are imposed)

      --- before travel may be performed you must have your vehicle inspected by a member 

           of the detachment staff

      --- it is advisable to ask questions about local laws/ordinances before traveling to sur-

           rounding towns and tourist areas (in particular Myrtle Beach)

  -- Noise Pollution

      --- Fort Jackson as well as Columbia have noise pollution laws;  don't get a ticket just 

           because "everybody else was doing it"

  -- Driving Under the Influence

      --- do it and die; either literally or career wise

- Drug Information

  -- Dietary supplements (ephedra) can be dangerous; before taking them, make sure you 

      know all the facts, and see a professional before taking them

  -- Energy booster/body building supplements can be dangerous; consult a professional before 

      taking them

  -- Ecstasy has become a popular drug (ages 18-25); many airmen have been convicted after 

      testing positive w/urinalysis

  -- Huffing (breathing paint thinner, nail polish remover, air fresheners sprayed into a paper

      bag) has become popular; gives individual a quick “high”; goes straight to the brain and

      kills brain cells permanently and some people have died the first time they tried it

- Local/Post Policies
  -- Smoking;  designated areas only and NOT while walking, especially in uniform

  -- Running/Jogging;  you must observe all traffic laws

      --- wearing of head phones is prohibited

      --- you must wear reflective clothing after dusk and before dawn

      --- it is suggested that you run on designated tracks for your safety

      --- please run with a buddy

  -- Do not chance a visit to the local economy without a "buddy"

      --- robbery, murder and rape are very common here in Columbia

- Open Post
  -- Fort Jackson is an open post and therefore is open prey for all slugs from the 

      economy

  -- Keep your room and vehicle locked at all times while here

      --- you may found at fault if it is determined you failed to properly secure items 

           reported as stolen

- Heat Prevention Measures

  -- Drink plenty of fluids before, during, and after activity; avoid overexertion

  -- Hourly fluid intake should not exceed 1-1/4 quart

  -- Daily fluid intake should not exceed 12 quarts

  -- Wear sunscreen and take rest breaks in the shade if possible

- Medical Facility Information

  -- Sick call hours are Mon-Fri, 0700-0800 at the Moncrief Troop Medical Clinic, Bldg 4575

  -- GYN complaints only, Mon-Fri, 1300-1400

  -- For emergencies, dial 911; Moncrief Army Hospital no longer has an emergency room

  -- American Red Cross, 4329

- Weather Conditions

   -- Severe weather in Columbia produces heavy rain, strong winds, dangerous lightning, 

       flash flooding and hail

   -- Watches mean conditions exist for the formation of strong storms/tornadoes; Warnings
       mean that storms are imminent and that tornadoes have been spotted – take cover
